“Recently, the teenager who killed a River Valley High School
student was sentenced to 16 years imprisonment for his
actions. We have learnt through the trial proceedings that his
major depressive disorder was one of three major factors that
contributed to the killing. This underscores the urgency of
prioritizing the mental well-being of our students.”

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Public Finance Motion

PSP raised a motion on public finances. We called on the Government
to review its current budget and reserve accumulation policies in
order to help present-day Singaporeans reduce their financial burdens
and improve their quality of life, while continuing to save for future
generations of Singaporeans.

“The cost of living crisis that we are facing now, in addition to
growing social inequality, increasing mental health issues and
declining total fertility rate are examples of social ills that have

resulted from our economic policies.

Today, it is not unreasonable for Singaporeans to expect the
Government to focus less on accumulating reserves and do

more with our financial resources to address these social ills.

However, over the years, when it comes to reserves, the PAP
Government’s approach has been to tell Singaporeans that:
one, there is no such thing as too much reserves; two, that the
reserves can only be used in absolute emergencies; and three,
that Singaporeans cannot be told how much reserves we have
accumulated because of national security reasons.

Progress Singapore Party (PSP) believes that this approach
does not do justice to the fact that the reserves are accumulated
from the blood and sweat of Singaporeans. There is a cost to
accumulating reserves. Singaporeans deserve to have a greater
say over how much we are accumulating in the reserves, how
we are using the reserves today and how much we are leaving
behind for future generations of Singaporeans.”

Budget 2024

PSP supported Budget 2024 in Parliament. However, it also
proposed pursuing systemic economic reforms, such as strong labour
protections and a Minimum Living Wage, as opposed to the current
system taken by the Government which relies on a patchwork scheme
of vouchers, rebates and top-ups which only provide short-term relief.

“PSP’s permanent scheme approach will streamline and
consolidate the Governments 60 over schemes into a few
permanent, national schemes which are easy-to-understand,
providesaminimum level of supportand an incentive mechanism
for Singaporeans to work towards bettering themselves.

First and foremost, we have recommended the deferment of
land cost from HDB flat pricing under the Affordable Homes
Scheme (AHS). In our opinion, the AHS will be the beginning
to many potentially positive socio-economic outcomes. For
a start, it will immediately reduce the cost-of-living pressures
on Singaporeans and allow them to have enough CPF savings
without downgrading their HDB flats when they reach

retirement.

Secondly, we have recommended the Minimum Living Wage
which will provide a minimum level of support to every working
Singaporean permanently. As PSP have said in our Manifesto
2020, anyone who puts in an honest day’s work should have
enough to live with dignity.

Thirdly, we have urged the Government to set up a National
Health Insurance Scheme funded by it rather than having
Singaporeans pay for their MediShield and CareShield

premiums.”

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Electoral Boundaries
Motion

PSP raised a motion calling on the Government to review the process
by which electoral boundaries are determined in order to increase the
transparency and fairness of the electoral boundary review process
for all political parties. In summary, PSP’s proposal sought to:

(a) increase transparency and accountability by:
(i) requiring the formation of the Electoral Boundaries Review
Committee (EBRC) to be publicly announced immediately;
(ii) requiring the EBRC to, upon its formation, publish the
current number of voters in each constituency based on
boundaries in the last GE; and
(iii) requiring the EBRC to publicly and sufficiently explain all
changes;
(b) ensure fairness to voters by narrowing the range of number of
voters per MP;
(c) respect voters and reduce the potential for gerrymandering by:
(i) implementing fixed rules through major and minor
boundaries; and
(ii) requiring changes of major boundaries to be approved by a
bipartisan committee;
(d) increase political fairness by imposing a minimum timeframe
from finalising boundaries to the GE; and
(e) enhance the independence of the EBRC.

“PSP has raised this Motion today because we believe that there
are many areas in this process which can be reformed, so that
electoral boundaries are reviewed in 2 manner that incorporates
transparency, accountability, independence, fairness and respect

for voters.”

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Hawker Motion

PSP raised a motion calling on the Government to review its policies
relating to hawkers and the management of hawker centres to
provide better support for hawkers to sustain and grow Singapore’s
hawker culture so that Singaporeans can continue to enjoy good and
affordable hawker food. In summary, PSP’s policy recommendations

were as follows:

(1)  Phase out social enterprise hawker centres in order to eliminate
problems in such hawker centres such as onerous contractual
conditions and high costs, and centralise the management of
hawkers under a new government agency, Hawker Singapore,
which will also formulate strategies and set up a hawker
academy to train young hawkers.

(2)  Abandon the practice of setting hawker rents by tender and
move to a fixed rent structure in order to keep rents under

control for hawkers, which helps to reduce the cost of living.

(3)  Allow all hawkers to employ one Work Permit holder as a
hawker assistant to deal with the problems of manpower

shortage and the lack of successors.

(4)  Have the Government pay for targeted food discounts, instead
of having hawkers bear the cost of such discounts, and have
the Government provide lower-income households with more
CDC vouchers so that vulnerable groups receive targeted
assistance and hawker food remains affordable for them.

(5)  Create a centralised procurement system to buy essential
ingredients for hawkers in bulk so as to lower the cost of these
ingredients and reduce the cost of living for all Singaporeans.

(6)  Revise the Code of Conduct for Leasing of Retail Premises to
explicitly cover hawkers and prohibit practices that could lead

to profiteering by landlords.

“PSP believes that our six proposed policy changes will
reinvigorate our hawker culture and allow it to shine brightly
on the global culinary scene. At the same time, it will ensure
that the hawker centre, the people’s kitchen of our nation, will
provide us with affordable food for many more generations
to come. Only then can we say our hawker culture has truly
lived up to its reputation as a UNESCO Intangible Cultural
Heritage.”

Pelajar-pelajar kita harus diberi bantuan
yang tepat pada sasar, supaya adik-adik kita, anak-anak kita dapat
peluang biasiswa untuk lanjutkan pelajaran ke menara gading.
Moga-moga yang maju di kalangan kita nanti dapat berbakti kepada
masyarakat dan membina peluang untuk generasi seterusnya untuk
berjaya. Disini, kita harus melibatkan organisasi-organisasi bantu diri
seperti Mendaki, LBKM, Jamiyah dan lain-lain untuk berkerjasama,
tepat pada sasaran yang pemimpin-pemimpin kita pernah janjikan
pada masa lampau.

PERMODALAN SOSIAL

Disebabkan bangsa Melayu kebelakang dari segi peluang dan
pelajaran, makanya modal sosial masyarakat kita amat terhad.
Masyarakat kita tidak dapat kembangkan sayap dalam bidang sektor
awam, swasta mahupun perniagaan. Untuk sektor awam, kita perlu
berunding dengan pemerintah untuk membuka peluang jawatan-
jawatan tinggi (seperti Administrative Service dan Foreign Service)
kepada masyarakat kita dengan cara yang lebih terbuka, mengikut
sistem meritokrasi yang tulus dan saksama. Antara usaha yang perlu
di sini adalah untuk ketua-ketua masyarakat kita (seperti Menteri
dan ahli parlimen) mendekati jabatan sumber manusia syarikat-
syarikat ini dan mengesyorkan pengambilan kerja yang lebih
kepelbagainan dari segi bangsa (dan juga usia). Ini sudah banyak
diamalkan di negara-negara maju. Dalam bidang perniagaan, banyak
kemungkinan DPPMS (Dewan Perniagaan dan Perusahaan Melayu
Singapura) adalah salah satu yang terkecil di negara ini makanya
rangkaian perniagaan masyarakat kita amatlah kecil. Maka usaha
untuk membantu sesama sendiri mungkin terhad. Oleh semedikian,
ketua-ketua masyarakat kita harus membuka jalan untuk ahli-ahli
perniagaan masyarakat kita ‘network’ dengan ahli-ahli perniagaan
bangsa lain.

Saranan diatas hanyalah contoh kerana banyak lagi yang boleh kita
sumbang bersama untuk faedah jangka panjang. Kita tidak boleh
berlengah lagi. Semakin lama kita tunggu, semakin luas jurang sosio-
ckonomi masyarakat Melayu kita dengan masyarakat lain. Semua
bangsa-bangsa di Singapura tidak harus melihat antara satu dan lain
sebagai pesaing, tetapi rakan kongsi yang mempunyai hak yang sama
untuk kemajuan negara yang tercinta ini.
